Workshop Details:





WORKSHOP 1 ~ Quick Quarter Leather Binding


This book has hard covers and opens flat which makes it an ideal journal or sketchbook. With leather binding and a marbled or Japanese chiyogami paper cover it is a simple but attractive binding.





WORKSHOP 2 ~ Concertina Binding


This binding uses a long strip of paper folded into a cover. There are various options for the structure of the cover. Joining the paper strips and insetting a picture in the cover is one option.





WORKSHOP 3 ~ Coptic Binding


This binding was first used in the 2nd century AD and continued to be used for hundreds of years. It is still an excellent way of making a book with 200 pages (100gsm paper). The structure, which is clearly visible, gives the book its individual character.





WORKSHOP 4 ~ Itajime


Itajime is a method of folding and dyeing paper. The colour combinations are endless and unfolding the dyed papers reveal the final pattern and colour. The papers can be used in book-binding, collage or can be varnished to give them considerable strength.





WORKSHOP 5 ~ Pamphlet Bindings in a Slip Cover


In this workshop we make a series of small books which fit into a slip cover. Insetting an illustration into the cover is an option which will be offered. 





WORSHOP 6 ~ Japanese Single Sheet Bindings


There are a limited number of bindings that utilize single, rather than folded sheets of paper and in this workshop we will look at three decorative Japanese bindings. This is a good workshop for absolute beginners.
